Falcon 4.0: Allied Force

Communications for Shoot

All text on the accompanying sheet is communicable via Shoot except for the text on the vertical axis.  All verses are exactly as depicted on the Comm display window in Falcon, except for the FAC target assigning commands, (see below).     
I chose the following callsigns:

Wingman = Two

Element = Three

Flight = Flight

AWACS = Sentry

Tanker = Reach

    I hear them in my real life daily flying around the Northwest USA.  

    They are KC-135’s out of Fairchild, AFB.
FAC = Bird Dog 

  It’s from the book and movie BAT21.
Notes:

If a Comm window is open in Falcon, it must be closed to accept a command in another window.  Just say another word such as “clear, close” etc… to close the open window.  The window does not have to go away for your next phrase to be accepted.

Transmit Key is “ \ ”. 
You can speak the full phrase or open the window then say the number next to your desired command.

Example:

To “Request Taxi” you can either:

1) Say “Tower Request Taxi”

2) Say “Tower”, then say “Number Six”

For Bird Dog to assign a target you “must” speak the number next to the aircraft you wish to perform the attack, NOT the callsign next to the name.  In other words you must follow the example as in #2 above.
For OCA Commands say 

O C A then the desired number.  Such as:

  1)  Say “O C A”

  2) Say “Number Two”
